Announcement:  Selectperson Golding made the announcement that after Town Meeting last evening, Chairman Joe Ferris resigned as Selectman.  In accordance with RSA 669:63, as the sole remaining Selectperson Golding appoints Rob Nadler as selectman.   Mr. Nadler has served as selectmen in the past and she has confidence in his ability to serve.  

The meeting was recessed briefly so that the Town Clerk could swear in Selectman Nadler, after which the meeting was called to order.

The Town Administrator noted that the former Chair was appointed to be CEO for the purposes of HealthTrust matters but this requires a separate email address and their participation in administration of health insurance.  The TA recommends making her both the Benefits Administrator (BA) and Chief Executive Officer (CEO) for this purpose and she will provide the Board with any documents that need their attention or signature.   The Board agreed.
