____  RSA 91-A:3, II(e)  Consideration or negotiation of pending claims or litigation which has been threatened in writing or filed against this board or any subdivision thereof, or against any member thereof because of his or her membership therein, until the claim or litigation has been fully adjudicated or otherwise settled
____  RSA 91-A:3, II(i)  Consideration of matters relating to the preparation for and the carrying out of emergency functions, including training to carry out such functions, developed by local or state safety officials that are directly intended to thwart a deliberate act that is intended to result in widespread or severe damage to property or widespread injury or loss of life.

Description of matters discussed and final decisions made:  Chairman Robitaille told the Board it bothers him that nothing is done for the town’s one employee for a Christmas bonus.  He works for a municipality and gets a generous bonus each year.  He went on to say that Madison gets a raise of 3.5% biannually and in the off years, they get a week’s pay as a bonus.  It bothers him.  He does not want to overspend the line item but thought giving time off would be a way to give compensation.  Chairman Robitaille suggested closing the Selectmen’s office for the week of Christmas.  The office is closed on Thursday and Friday for the holiday, so this would give the Town Administrator three days compensation.  The Board discussed what days the office should be closed and different positions that receive bonuses.  Chairman Robitaille made a motion to close the Selectmen’s office on Monday, December 21, Tuesday, December 22, and Wednesday, December 23.  Selectman Rose seconded the motion and all were in favor.  Chairman Robitaille made a motion to cancel the Selectmen’s meeting for Wednesday, December 23 and to sign checks out of session if necessary.  Selectman Ryan seconded the motion and all were in favor.  
Note:  Under RSA 91-A:3, III. Minutes of proceedings in nonpublic sessions shall be kept and the record of all actions shall be promptly made available for public inspection, except as provided in this section.  Minutes and decisions reached in nonpublic session shall be publicly disclosed within 72 hours of the meeting, unless, by recorded vote of 2/3 of the members present, it is determined that divulgence of the information likely would affect adversely the reputation of any person other than a member of this board, or render the proposed action of the board ineffective, or pertain to terrorism.  In the event of such circumstances, information may be withheld until, in the opinion of a majority of members, the aforesaid circumstances no longer apply.
